Head lice 
  
Several new cases of head lice have been reported this week. Please check your child's hair this 
weekend.  
  
The advice below is provided by the Infirmary. 
  
Head lice are a very common condition among school children and very easily spread through direct 
head contact. Please could you check your child’s hair for signs of head-lice, this should be done 
regularly and only if you find live lice treat with the appropriate shampoo. Your local chemist can 
advise you which lotions to use if necessary. If you find head-lice eggs (nits) in your child`s hair these 
should be removed by regular combing with a fine-toothed comb (available at chemists) using an 
ordinary hair conditioner. An information leaflet is available from the Infirmary should you require 
further advice.
